Laying the foundations 



     In the year 2000, in the middle of fuel and other shortages in           
Zimbabwe, school construction began.  Progress was uphill from scratch, 
but the vision was as clear as the full moon at midnights. God met us at 
every step. Provisions arrived as they were needed. The country’s      
misfortunes turned out to be opportunities for further progress in our   
construction work.   
     The first phase was to build a house, shed, and a rondavel (grass-
roofed hut), drill a borehole for drinking water, plant fruit trees, install an 
irrigation system and begin other preparations like making bricks, etc.   
     Right now the construction of the main complex has begun.                 
It will house the student dormitories, classrooms, computer room, meeting 

hall, four teacher’s apartments, a kitchen, a library, etc.  The completion of the main complex will mark 
the beginning of Phase 2, that of officially opening the school and commencing training.   
     
Curriculum: Berachah plans to offer courses like  
business management, carpentry, car maintenance, 
computers, commercial property, confectionery,     
cooking, dress-making, leather craft, farming,       
mushroom growing, poultry, welding, etc.   
 
Self-supporting:  The school endeavors to be self-
supporting, and an infrastructure towards that goal is 
being set up.  For example, trees have been planted 
and their fruit is already being harvested for the local 
market.  Fruit juice is also being made on site.           
An irrigation system has been set up to ensure a    
food-supply for the school. 
 

Future Vision:  Our vision is to open branches 
in other parts of Zimbabwe and across the    
borders into Mozambique, South Africa, and 
Zambia.  Courses would be added and updated 
to meet the ever-increasing challenge and rapid 
changes around us.
